Transportation for field trips and extracurricular activities is sometimes provided by volunteers in private cars. Any damages resulting from personal injuries sustained by adults or children due to the volunteer’s ownership, operation, or maintenance of the vehicle used must be recovered through the driver’s personal insurance or the insurance coverage of the passenger.


The Public Schools of Petoskey provides liability coverage for its employees, but no insurance coverage or liability for the ownership, maintenance, operational expense or any injury or damages to persons, students, or the property of others that may occur from the use of a non-school vehicle.
