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Newton’s Laws - Baseball Myths
Answer each of the questions as you would be telling them to the players on the team you are consulting.  They will want to know the scientific reason why you are telling them to do something.
1) You are a science consultant for a baseball team that is considering corking their bats so they can hit more home runs.  What do you tell them based on Newton’s laws?  (Hint:  Corked bats are lighter than a normal wood bat)




2) A team in Colorado has trouble with teams hitting home runs at their baseball stadium.  A team is considering putting their baseballs in a humidor which will keep them from drying out.  They believe that this will stop the barrage of home runs hit at their stadium.  What advice do you give them?







3) A pitcher on the team claims that his fastball will actually defy gravity and it rises as he throws it.  Many of the batters feel that his fast ball actually does rise.   What do you tell the pitcher and players?





4) The hitters on the team don’t like to slide into base because of friction burns and feel like running to the base and stopping actually is quicker.  What do you tell them?  Slide into 2nd or 3rd or Home base or run and then slow down.
