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NOTICE OF RELEASE OF DIRECTORY INFORMATION: Elementary & Middle School

Every school year, the Public Schools of Petoskey publishes information in the local newspaper and in student handbooks about family rights to privacy. In addition, we want to highlight the portion of that information that deals with “directory information” so parents/guardians are aware of their rights to privacy. 

The Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) requires that the Public Schools of Petoskey, with certain exceptions, obtain parent/guardian consent prior to disclosing personally identifiable information from your child’s education records.  However, the Public Schools of Petoskey may disclose appropriately designated directory information without written consent, unless parents or guardians have advised the district to the contrary.  

The primary purpose of directory information is to allow the Public Schools of Petoskey to include this type of information from your child’s education records in certain school publications or newspaper, radio and television stories that relate to school activities.

Directory information is information that is generally not considered harmful or an invasion of privacy if released. Directory information can be disclosed to outside organizations without a parent or guardian’s prior written consent.  Outside organizations include, but are not limited to, companies that manufacture class rings or publish yearbooks, the PTO (Parent-Teacher Organization), and parent volunteers working to organize special events or trips.

The Public Schools of Petoskey has designated the following information as “directory information” for students:

· Name

· Address

· Telephone listing

· Electronic mail address

· Photographs and audio or video recordings of school activities

· Date and place of birth

· Major field of study

· Dates of attendance

· Grade level

· Participation in officially recognized activities and sports

· Weight and height of members of athletic teams

· Degrees, honors, and awards received

· The most recent educational agency or institution attended

If you do NOT want the Public Schools of Petoskey to disclose directory information from your child’s education records without your prior written consent, you must notify the District in writing by October 1st.  Please address a letter to your child’s building principal that specifically states what directory information you do not want released, and send it to your child’s school office.
