Model of an Atom

You are to make a 3-D model of an atom/ion assigned to you. 

You need to use materials for the protons, neutrons, and electrons that will enable an observer to easily distinguish the particles.. Protons and neutrons need to be the same size, and electrons need to be smaller (not to scale).

You will need to show the correct number and position of all particles of the atom. Electrons need to be in the correct energy levels (not to scale).

Your presentation must include: element name, atom charge, isotope, number, position, & charge of each particle.
