Honors Chemistry

Syllabus
SAFETY IS NOT AN ACCIDENT!!

Safe and appropriate behavior is expected during all labs. Failure to follow safe lab practices will result in removal from class for the day and a failing grade on the lab the first time. Further problems will result in permanent removal from the class.

Course Overview:

This chemistry course will cover material including the following: the basic composition of atoms, bond types and molecular formulas, reaction types and mechanisms, factors that impact reactions and their rates, gases and gas laws, and organic chemistry.  This course will cover material at a faster rate than Chemistry, go more in-depth, and will cover more topics. There will be extensive use of labs and activities to enhance understanding. Lab reports will be required for most labs in the class.

Course Requirements:

Students will be expected to maintain a 3-ring binder with notes, handouts, quizzes/tests, and lab reports. The notebook also needs to have a pocket in the front or back of the folder.  Students will also be expected to bring their text books to class each day.

Lab Requirements:

Students must wear appropriate safety equipment at all times during labs. Any student wearing glasses will need to wear goggles over the glasses or get approval from the instructor for shields and impact resistance of prescription glasses. Shoes completely covering the feet are also required for labs. Aprons or additional safety equipment will be required for specific labs during the year.

Due Dates:
Assignments are due at the beginning of the hour on the day they are due. Late homework will not be accepted. Late lab reports or projects will lose 5% each day it is late. 

Any assignment, quiz, or test missed due to an excused absence has one week to be completed. After one week it will become a zero.

Readings shall be completed before the start of the class period.

Retake Policy:
Students have one week after a quiz is returned to do correctives and retake it. Students may do correctives on labs to regain points – Corrections must be made on a new piece of paper and have the original questions rewritten with the new answers. New lab reports need to have the original lab report stapled to it when turned in again.
