Course Overview:

This course will cover material including the following: motion, energy, light, sound, electricity, and magnetism. Students will participate in many activities and projects that bring the content to life. Basic algebra skills will be used to solve physics problems and determine results of experiments.

Course Requirements:

Students will be expected to maintain a 3-ring binder with notes, handouts, quizzes/tests, and lab reports. The notebook also needs to have a pocket in the front or back of the folder.

Due Dates:

Missed labs must be made up within one week; later completion will result in loss of points. 

Absences on test or quiz days need to be rescheduled with the teacher within one week or a zero will be given for the score. If you are absent the day before a test or quiz, you will still be expected to take it. 

Retake Policy:
Students have the ability to rewrite lab reports that were completed and turned in on time. Students can retake quizzes within a one week period of the item being returned.  Quiz correctives must be completed before a student can retake the quiz. There are no retakes on tests.
