Requirements and Directions

Using the research on the chapter your group has been assigned, your task is to create a Movie Poster that will:

Entice movie-goers to spend their money on your movie!!

Content Requirements of the Poster

1. Your poster must have a MOVIE TITLE.  The title should be “catchy” and must relate to the content of your chapter

2. Your poster should contain a SHORT plot summary so that movie-goers have an idea of what the movie will be about.

3. Your poster should include the Rating  G/PG/PG13 or R and the basis for the rating (NO X ratings or beyond X allowed)

4. Your movies should *Star at least 2 people (actors) to attract viewers

Format Requirements of the Poster
*It should FILL your work-space (use all of the poster area)

*It should be COLORFUL
*It should be ORGANIZED   *It should be NEAT

*It should be LARGE enough to read clearly from the back of the room

*It should be CREATIVE   *It should CAPTURE our ATTENTION

*It should be easy to UNDERSTAND (keep it simple…don’t’ load it up with words)

In addition to the Movie Poster, you must also prepare 30 admission Tickets

(see back)

Admission Tickets

No one can attend your movie unless they have a ticket.  
You must prepare 30 numbered Admission Tickets

Ticket Requirements

1.  Size:  No bigger than 5” x 3” (small notecard size)

No smaller than 3” x 1.5”

2. Each ticket must contain 1 different “factoid” or piece of information about your movie’s content (important info from the chapter)  

3.  Each ticket must be labeled by section and number ordered in each section (section1, 1-?, section 2, 1-? Etc)

OR

Numbered in order by total tickets (1-30)

4. Tickets should be creative and neat and should contain the movie title
