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Reading for information requires active participation by the reader.  Note-taking while reading is one way to stay focus and engaged while reading
I require that students read each assigned chapter and take notes on the reading.  
The payoff in this class for note-taking is 4-fold:
1.  You retain more of what you read when you actively note-take
2. You end up with Notes to study from when you actively note-take
3. The lecture/discussion in class makes more sense and solidifies what you read.
4. I give you POINTS for taking notes and keeping them organized in your binder.
Please follow the instructions below for maximum benefit and points

Always
1. Date your notes
2. Label your notes.   A.  Chapter  &   B.  Section
3. As you read, define the words you don’t automatically know.  Use the chapter first, then glossary.
4. Read a passage and ask yourself:   “what did I just learn” and write that down.
**Use the reviews at the end of each section and chapter to Quiz yourself.  
I do not require that you complete these reviews.

Feel free to
** abbreviate words if you can review the notes and still understand 
**use fragments if you can review the notes and still understand
**Outline ideas or lists with titles
**use stickies in your chapter with notes on them

DO NOT
*List the vocab and define and call that “good enough”
*rewrite the chapter

Be Prepared
Please expect that I will check your notes at any time 1 day after they are assigned.  They should be kept in your civics binder in the appropriate chapter.  If you did not receive credit because of an absence or just not getting it done, YOU must find the time to show me before or after school or at some point in the class period when WE are not engaged in a lecture or discussion.

You will have time in class to start notes after each movie poster presentation.  What you don’t finish becomes homework.  Your calendar tells you when we will be starting new chapters so MOST absences don’t allow extended time.
Own your learning!  All behavior & decisions have an impact, make as many as you can
