A Study and Participation of Civics In Action

Objective  

To assess the positive qualities of citizenship and incorporate these qualities into our daily life.

Each student will prepare a citizenship portfolio that will consist of weekly observations and summaries.  Observations will stem from personal experiences, third party observations and news items.  

They will show examples of:*Positive citizenship*Missed opportunities*Negative encounters

Each Friday (with a few exceptions) civics classes will include presentation and discussion of observations and summaries.

Procedure

*Notebooks:  

Each week students must collect the following and record each into their project binder

2 Personal Observation of citizenship…1-2 1st person “acts” with a max of 1 3rd party observation

Each Month students must locate 1 Newspaper, magazine or Internet story that describes some aspect of positive citizenship.

OBSERVATIONS and ARTICLES

Each observation must include the following:

A. Date

B. Detailed description of the situation. (Who/What/Where/When/Why)

C. Your reaction. Assess what happened and what would you have done differently if anything.

*Discussion:  Be prepared to share your items with the class each Week 

Your grade will be based on Binder Presentation as well as Monday Discussions.
