WELCOME TO MRS. SCHOLL’S AGRISCIENCE CLASSROOM

     We are about to embark on an interesting and exciting learning experience.  Hang on tight because there is so little time and so much to do.

      We will be flying so fast, it is important that a learning atmosphere be maintained.  The following rules and procedures are designed to help us be successful and to help the class run smoothly, safely and fairly.  

     The objective is to have as much quality learning take place as possible.  With a clear set of rules and procedures, I am confident this will take place.  Depending on the skill level and chemistry of the class, some procedures may change.  I will keep you notified of these changes.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

1) Be prompt (in getting to class and in doing your assignments)

2) Be respectful (to others and school property)

3) Be responsible (bring materials to class and stay on task)

CONSEQUENCES

1) Student will be given one verbal warning in class.

2) Student will sit in the hall and/or a private discussion between student and teacher will be held.  Points may also be deducted from your daily participation points.

3) Teacher will make a parental/guardian call.

4) Student referred to the office.

5) Possible class dismissal and loss of credit.

**Depending on the severity of the infraction, the sequence of consequences may be altered.  All school rules apply in the classroom, the greenhouse, on school grounds and on field trips.**

HOMEWORK

     You should expect homework about 2-3 times a week (this may vary).  It is collected at the beginning of class (please put it in the basket on my desk).  It should have your full name and hour in the upper right hand corner, and should be free of side fringes.  Homework may be done in pen or pencil, as long as it is dark (not red).  Please do not work on non-class material without permission.

**There will be no copying or cheating.  For homework this means nobody’s answers will have the same wording.  You and the person you copied from will receive a zero for the assignment.  For a repeat offender, failure of the class is a strong possibility**

GROUP WORK AND PARTICIPATION POINTS

     Group size may be from two to six people.  If you come to class unprepared to work in groups (assigned homework not done), you will be in a group by yourself and expected to complete the group assignment alone.  It is not fair to jeopardize a group due to your lack of preparedness.  Also, not participating in the group activity whether it is a discussion, presentation or a laboratory may cause you to lose your participation points for the day.

     You will receive 4 points each day you attend class.  These are your participation points.  If you are absent you are not participating in class activities and will not receive them.  If you are disruptive in the classroom you may also lose participation points. Some of these participation points may be made up after or before school depending on the particular day. You must ask if the day you were absent is a day that participation points can be made up and if it is, you have a week to make it up.

PERSONAL BELONGINGS AND FOOD

     Please do not bring music players, discs, food, drink or “toys” in my classroom.  I will ask you to put them in your backpack, take them to your locker for a tardy or I will keep them for the hour. 

     You may bring water to class but please keep it off the table.

**If any objects become distracting it is my discretion to remove or ban them.**

MATERIALS

     You will need a writing utensil, paper, notebook/folder and your “Student Planner” every day.  There are no textbooks assigned for this class, although I have various classroom only sets.  
PASSES

     You will have five opportunities each marking period to use the bathroom or to obtain forgotten material.  These will be the only times you are permitted to leave the room, unless excused for an appointment, etc.  The only passes used will be in your “Student Planner”.  Remember you should not be in the hall (during class time) without a clearly marked pass within your “Student Planner”.

TARDIES

     A tardy will be issued for not being in the room when the bell rings.  A signed excused pass will excuse the tardy. Please have papers ready and pencils sharpened prior to the bell.  Your third and fourth tardy merits a twenty-minute before/after school classroom detention and the fifth tardy merits a referral to the office, according to school policy.  These are per semester.

ABSENCES

     You are responsible for getting your work when you are absent.  You have as many days to make up your work, as you were absent.  You should see me before or after school for help and explanations.  You will be expected to take a test if notified before your absence.

     If you are unexcused, work and tests may be recorded as a zero.  If you have a prearranged absence (sports, vacation), you must get your work ahead of time and it is due the day you return to school.  

ROOM APPEARANCE

     Please leave the room the same way it was when you arrived or better.  Destruction of property will result in detention or referral to the office.  Please do not rock in the chairs, it breaks the legs.

     Also, please do not touch anything that is not yours.  Labs can be easily contaminated or hurt by fingers.

ATTITUDE

     The attitude and behavior of the class is one factor in how I determine what to include in my lesson plans.  The more responsible you are as a class, the more independent and fun the lessons will be.  Although you are each graded individually and are individually accountable, we are a team.  Supportive behavior and positive attitudes toward each other are important (see the poster). 

PROGRESS REPORTS

     Communication between students, teachers and parents is critical to a successful school year.  Reports will be sent out every week or so through e-mail.  Students will also receive a printed report every week in the classroom.  In addition, if you have an e-mail address you will receive notification of when grades will be posted at www.eClassinfo.com  You will be able to access individual statistics.
