Hooking up the CD Burner

Items Needed:  Plextor CD Burner,  SCSI Cable, Power Cable and a Blank CD-R/W.
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The CD Burner can be used to make CD’s with information, sound, or movies.  The CD Burners we own are Plextor SCSI (pronounced SCUZZY, a type of connector).  These drives are absolute top of the line drives.

Step One:

Make sure the settings on the CD Burner is setup properly in the back of the burner.  Here is a picture of how it should look.  Notice the small orange “dip switches” are all on the left.  If you need to change them, you can use a paper clip and they move rather easily.  Also the round knob has the arrow pointing straight down to the number 4.
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Step Two:

Plug in the SCSI cable and the power cable into the CD Burner.  Plug the power cable into the wall.  Turn the power on the CD Burner.
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Step Three:

Plug the SCSI cable into the computer (The computer you connect the SCSI cable MUST be a “config 2”...aka Teacher Computer).
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Step Four:

Reboot the computer.  Push the reset button on the front of the computer after you are logged off.  When the computer comes up, you should get the screen similar to the one on the right.  It should say “SCSI ID: 4 Plextor CD-R PX1210S”.  
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If you get this screen, you have successfully setup your CD Burner.
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If you do not see this when you reboot, check your connections.
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
