Ivory Scanner
1. Start the HP PrecisionScan Pro 3 Software.  It can be found in your “Start Menu”.  Upon opening the software, you will be presented with a screen that looks like this:
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2. Push the preview button.  The scanner should come up with a screen that says “Warming up the lamp…”[image: image2.png]HP PrecisionScan Pro
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3. The scanner will take a few seconds to warm up, then it will do an initial scan of whatever is located “under the hood”.  Here is an example of my preview: [image: image3.png]Qutput Type TooksAdvanced Help
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4. Next, adjust the resolution.  Resolution is the size that gets scanned in.  99% of the time, I would recommend a 75 resolution.  Unless you need something bigger, don’t use anything higher.  To change the resolution, go to Tools and Change Resolution [image: image4.png]wiror
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5. After doing the preview you need to select the area that you want to do the final scan on.  Just click left mouse button drag the cursor (called Cropping) over the area you would like to scan.  Here is an example that I have done.  Notice how the book is highlighted and there is a dotted line around it:                              [image: image5.png]Starta new scan.
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7. The following Screen will pop up.  Please notice the “Save as type:”is set to Jpeg Image (*.jpg).  In the “File name:” box, just save it as a name you will remember.  This will default to your “My Documents” folder.  [image: image7.png]save s
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8. Click on the Save button.  You have now scanned a picture.  Here is my final result
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
