7580 Homework

Rules
Homework will be designed as quality tasks that follow state standards and benchmarks in a particular subject area. The purpose of homework is to support and enhance learning rather than primarily to teach responsibility.

1. Homework should be given only when the instructor feels it is essential to student learning.

2. The teacher then has an obligation to monitor, support, and give precise feedback based upon student needs.

3. If homework is deemed essential to a student’s learning, each student should be supported and encouraged to complete the task.

Credit for a course will be awarded when a student demonstrates mastery of the Grade Level Content Expectations (GLCEs), High School Content Expectations (HSCEs), or CTE requirements through any series of learning experiences.  

Homework grades, or difficulty in one section or aspect of the course, should not warrant “no credit earned” if the student demonstrates mastery of the course content through other assignments or assessments.
