  sample questions to help gather referral information
The following questions are designed to gather information that is relevant for the McKinney-Vento definition of housing challenged youth. It helps to establish the extent to which students are living in a “fixed, regular, and adequate” living situation.

1. Is this a permanent arrangement (address) or just temporary?

2. Are you looking for another place to live?

3. Do you plan to move soon? 

4. Why are you staying at your current place?

5. Where were you living right before this place? Why did you leave?

6. Where would you go if you couldn’t stay where you are?

7. Are you staying with friends/relatives just for a little while?

8. Did you and your friends/relatives decide to move in together and share a home and expenses for a long time? Or, is this a temporary situation for you?

9. Could your friends/relatives ask you to leave if they wanted to?

10. Are all of you sharing the home equally, or are you more like guests in the home?

11. Do you stay in the same place every night?

12. Do you have a key for the place you are living?

13. Do you move around a lot?

14. How long have you been at the place? How long will you stay?

15. How long did you live at your last place?

16. How many people are living in your home? How many bedrooms?

17. Does the house have heat/electricity/running water?

18. Does rain or lots of wind get into the place you live?

19. Do you feel safe where you sleep?

20. Can you come and go from the place you live?

21. Are you a victim of a natural disaster?

22. Do you have a place to go after school? Do you feel safe there?
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
