Example 1:  Susan Sophomore is a 10th grade student with a SLD attending high school

Report and describe baseline data...

Reading:

NWEA (February, 2010)

Lexile score: 211 (9th %ile)

Low range:  Informational text, comprehension/meta cognition

Low average range: Word recognition/study and reading of narrative text

QRI-4 (May 2010) 

Fluency:  127 words per minute for 6th grade passage

Comprehension questions at 100% for 6th grade passage

Instructional range:  Upper middle school reading passages and word lists.

Comprehension:  Comprehension questions at 100% when she looked back for answers. 

Math:

NWEA (February, 2010) - median lexile score: 206, (15th %ile, 5th grade level).  

Low range: Numbers/operations, algebra, measurement, geometry and data/probability.

District 6th grade end-of-year assessment (June 2010):  Passed

District 7th grade end-of-year assessment (June 2010):  Able to compute simple problems and solve word problems using all math operations involving multiplication and division with one and two-digit numbers (23/25 items).  Inconsistent with multi-digit multiplication and division (1/8 items). Solved problems with simple fractions, decimals, and percents (16/20 items) but could not identify the correct decimal placement using basic math operations involving multi-digit decimals particularly when multiplying or dividing (5/10 items). Inconsistent solving for variables involving all four basic math operations (6/10 items). 

Written Expression:

NWEA (February, 2010) - median lexile score: 222 (10th %ile, 5th grade level).

Low average:  Writing genre, writing process, grammar, capitalization, spelling
High average:  Grammar/structure

Describe how the student's academic, developmental, transition needs, and functional needs affect...

Reading:

When provided with grade-level text, although Susan can answer literal questions from the material, she is inconsistent in her ability to answer evaluative questions (evaluate problems and solutions, identify relevant evidence, identify contradictions, identify inferential questions, identify logical fallacies).  Susan’s score of “low range” on the NWEA in informational text and comprehension will impact her ability to read and understand grade level text.  Her high fluency rate for a 6th grade passage is a relative strength.  Even though Susan may read all the words of a passage, consideration should be given to the fact that she will have difficulty comprehending the material at first read, as evidenced in the NWEA score.  Data indicates that when using a look-back strategy, Susan was able to comprehend at a higher rate (QRI-4 data).
Math:

Inconsistency with multi-digit multiplication and division problems, identification of the correct decimal placement using basic math operations, and inconsistency in solving for variables involving all four basic math operations negatively affect Susan's ability to master pre algebra concepts necessary for the math requirement of the high school diploma.  
Writing:

Susan has excellent grammar/structure in her written work.  She lacks organization of her thoughts.  This impacts her ability to write comprehensive book reports, expository writings, and integrate and evaluate material from diverse sources, which are part of the general curriculum.  Susan has communicated effectively in short-answer assignments in which organization of varied thoughts is not required.

Transition:

Susan has held successful employment in her identified career pathway of interest (Human Services). Her ESTR-J rating scale indicates that her area of need exists in identifying post secondary options.

Describe how the student accesses or makes progress in the general education curriculum based on grade level content standards for the grade in which the student is enrolled or would be enrolled based on age.
Given the comprehensive 10th grade curriculum that requires an extensive amount of text to be read and comprehended, Susan has used books on tape, individualized scheduling of assignments, and oral responses during tests to demonstrate knowledge in each of the content areas.  She has effectively used a graphic calculator to assist with higher order mathematical concepts.
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
