Special education 2009 Michigan Administrative Rules and IDEA Federal Regulations: Caseloads 
Elementary Resource Room

Rule 49a. The elementary resource teacher shall serve not more than 10 students at any 1 time and not more than 18 different students.

Secondary Resource Room
Rule 49b. A secondary resource teacher shall serve not more than 10 students at any 1 time and have a caseload of not more than 20 different students

Teacher Consultant

The teacher consultant shall carry an active caseload of not more than 25 students with disabilities.

Mild Cognitive Impairment

Rule 40. Programs for students with mild cognitive impairment shall be operated as follows:

(a) Elementary programs shall serve not more than 15 different students. When an elementary program for students with mild cognitive impairment has 12 or more students in the room at one time, an aide shall be assigned to the program. 

(b) Secondary programs for students with mild cognitive impairment shall  

have not more than 15 different students in the classroom at any one time and the teacher shall be responsible for the educational programming for not more than 15 different students.

Deviations from these rules require a written request from the local district to the ISD and Michigan Department of Education approval.
