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Response to Intervention (RtI)

RtI is the model that schools around the nation are using to ensure the highest degree of learning for all students. It is also key to future special education referrals as we move away from the former discrepancy model. However, RtI is not a special education referral process. It unifies the district in a problem-solving manner by organizing the flow of resources to help meet the needs of all children.

RtI is based upon these principles (MAASE, 2007):

1. We can effectively teach all children.

2. Early intervention through universal screening is important for the identification of at-risk students.

3. A multi-tier model of service delivery provides a systematic approach to support student learning.

4. A problem-solving method is used to make decisions within a multi-tier model.

5. Research-based, scientifically validated intervention and instruction is utilized.

6. Student progress is continually monitored to inform instruction.

7. Data is used for decision-making.

8. Assessments are used for: screening, progress monitoring, & diagnosis.

Below is a basic intervention pyramid model. Petoskey Public Schools’ Intervention Task Force and Behavioral Committee are in the process of developing a model more specific 

to our district needs and resources.
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
